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Health Grants to Organisations 

Guidance Notes
Small Grants Programme
Richard Cloudesley’s Charity Health Grants, small grants scheme, distributes approximately £50,000 per year to organisations addressing the health needs of Islington residents who are living in poverty and are in ill health. Cripplegate Foundation manages Health Grants on behalf of Richard Cloudesley’s Charity.

Organisations will need to clearly demonstrate how their project will make a difference to Islington residents who are living in poverty and are in ill health. 

This includes mental health as well as physical ill health and disabilities. A wide range of health conditions and issues fall within the scope of the fund. For example, the fund can support projects that focus on addictions (drugs and alcohol), bereavement, victim support, counselling, HIV/AIDs and sex and gender issues.  Projects which focus on prevention of ill health will also be considered.  

The fund is open to organisations working in the Ancient Parish of Islington. This is roughly the present London Borough of Islington but excluding any area south of Chapel Market and City Road. Please refer to Richard Cloudesley’s area of benefit map.

· Priority is given to organisations with an annual turnover of under £150,000. 

· Volunteer-led organisations and self-help groups are encouraged to apply.

· Funding can cover project running costs and salary costs.
· Organisations can apply to the fund up to twice per year. An organisation can receive a maximum grant of £6,000 per year. 
Applications to the small grants programme will be considered in April and November each year.

The fund cannot support medical research. The fund cannot support work that has already taken place. Large national charities and large organisations which receive substantial statutory funding are unlikely to receive funding.

Organisations should have a management committee of at least 3 unrelated members. Organisations will be expected to submit their constitution/governing document and latest set of audited/inspected accounts with each application.

Large Grants Programme
Richard Cloudesley’s Charity Health Grants, large grants programme makes a limited number of grants for programmes which can demonstrate that they make a significant impact on issues of ill health and poverty in Islington.  Consideration will be given to projects which show innovation in addressing the ill health of Islington’s most disadvantaged residents.
Applications can be made by organisations of any size, but they need to have a clear and demonstrable Islington focus.  Richard Cloudesley’s Charity distributes approximately £100,000 a year through its large grants programme.  In view of the limited number of grants available prospective applicants are asked to contact Cripplegate Foundation to discuss their proposals in advance of application:
