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TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF GRANT

Richard Cloudesley’s Charity makes grants which help the sick poor in its area of benefit - the Ancient Parish of Islington. This is roughly the present London Borough of Islington but excluding any area south of Chapel Market and City Road. 

The following conditions are intended to:

· ensure that grants are spent for the purposes for which they are given;

· make certain that the Charity is informed promptly of any significant changes in the projects being supported.

Grants must be used solely for the purposes set out in the application. If grant holders wish to make any substantial changes to their use of grants, they should seek permission before doing so.

All organisations must keep full financial records of how the grant is spent and these must be available for inspection at any reasonable time.  The support provided should be referenced in annual accounts. 
3.
Richard Cloudesley’s Charity reserves the right to claim back any grant which has not been used for the purposes given.

4.
The grant must be spent as soon as possible but in any case within 12 months of receipt.
5. 
Where possible Richard Cloudesley’s Charity’s support should be acknowledged in any publicity material that relates to the activity funded

6.
A report on the activity or project funded must be submitted to the Charity, once the grant is spent.
